PowerCost Monitor to be Featured
in CBC Television Series
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Danny Tuff, Vice President of Marketing and Business Development with Blue
Line Innovations, announced today that the company’s flagship product, the
PowerCost Monitor, will be featured on CBC British Columbia’s reality TV series
Code Green which is currently in production.

Set to air during Spring 2005, the series features four families competing against
one another to reduce energy consumption and greenhouse gas emissions in
their homes.

A transmitter
attaches to the outside of an electromechanical meter, and sends a wireless
signal inside the home. A counter-top display unit then receives this signal and
provides real-time information to users in various formats including dollars and
cents and kilowatts per hour.

Code Green involves four families in British Columbia who each get $15,000 and
six weeks to make their homes more energy efficient and to reduce their
greenhouse gas emissions. At the end of the series the family with the best
results will receive a brand new Hybrid car. The public will get to see how they
did it in two, one-hour episodes this spring on CBC.

The Government of Canada’s One Tonne Challenge is also participating in the
program.
